This tour has been designed
to allow students to gain a new perspective on the world,
facilitating learning through experience, discussion and
interaction with others. By coming into direct contact with a
different environment and a new culture, students can better
understand their place in the community. The learning tour
seeks to inspire and motivate students towards the pursuit of
careers in Science, Engineering, Industrial Design, Technology
and Commerce. In the construction of the itinerary we have
sought to expose students to a number of global organisations
that are celebrated for their innovation and design, in addition
to recognising their contribution to advancing economic
development as socially responsible and ethical operations.

Sometimes All We Need to do Is Listen

The great poet and mystic Rumi has written: ‘There is a voice
that doesn( use words. Listen.’ This speaks of the power in
silent listening. The great challenge is to listen without the
intent of a reply; to listen only with the intent of understanding
the other. | see listening as being able to gaze into the soul of
another, and it is a beautiful privilege to watch the subtle
change in a person when they feel that they have permission
to share their story without interruption or judgement. It offers
an affirming experience, that who they are is okay, that their
thoughts and experiences are valid, and that they are
important enough for someone to stop and listen to them.

This is an act that needn’t be confined to a counselling room. It
is something desirable in every relationship, and it is a quality
that any parent, teacher or friend can share with a young
person. A loving silence has the power to heal more than any
of the most well-intentioned words, and it is tremendous in its
offering to the listener. Jimi Hendrix once said: ®nowledge
speaks, but wisdom listens® Even a wild and rebellious rock star
sensed the deep understanding and wisdom that comes from
the humble act of merely listening.

Try listening to your daughters without the need of a reply or
advice-giving. See what it offers the relationship, and even
what subtle shift of wisdom and awareness it offers you, as you
engage in the act of pure listening.

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Italy Study Tour 2016

On Saturday, 19 March 2016, 31 students in Years 10, 11 and
12 along with five members of staff embarked on the 2016
Ave Maria College Italian Study Tour. We boarded our flight
to Rome very late in the evening with much excitement and
fanfare. Divided into the groups: Michelangelo, Raphael,
Donatello and Leonardo, we spent our first 3 days in Rome,
visiting places such as the Colosseum, the Roman Forum, the
Vatican and the Trevi Fountain. We had a wonderful time
walking through the narrow streets and absorbing the
history and the culture of Rome.

Our next destination was the magical medieval hilltop town
of Orvieto, in Umbria. Here we spent 4 nights learning about
the Etruscan history of the town and the surrounding area,
and enjoyed exploring the impressive monuments, churches,
and ancient noble buildings. Students participated in
language, pottery, art history and cookery classes. We took
an excursion to the ancient town of Bagnoregio, where we
had time to explore. We then journeyed to Lake Bolsena,
feasting on gelati while watching a beautiful sunset.

The next stop, Assisi, where we visited churches and
monuments associated with St Clare and St Francis of Assisi
further developeing our understanding of the Franciscan
Charism of Ave Maria College.

In Florence we visited the Uffizi Gallery viewing masterpieces
including “The Birth of Venus” by Botticelli, as well as works
by Michelangelo, Caravaggio and Raphael. We also
participated in an entertaining interactive tour of the Palazzo
Vecchio, once home to the ruling Medici family. Our ‘*host’ of
the tour was an actor playing the role of Giorgio Vasari, a
painter who painted the walls and ceilings of part of the
Palazzo Vecchio. We also visited the beautiful Florence
Duomo, the Ponte Vecchio and the Pitti Palace. In Florence
students had ample free time and, without surprise, used
much of this as an opportunity to shop.

From Florence, we drove to La Spezia, where we spent two
nights. La Spezia is the gateway to the spectacular Cinque
Terre, which consists of five lands and five villages:
Riomaggiore, Manarola, Corniglia, Vernazza and
Monterosso al Mare. We toured 4 out of the 5 villages and
were amazed by the nature, colours, architecture and
breathtaking scenery.

Our final destination Venice didn't disappoint. With its
network of canals, tiny walkways, pretty bridges, and unique
buildings.

Amongst the places we visited in Venice were the Doge’s
Palace, the Bridge of Sighs, the Peggy Guggenheim Museum
and St Mark’s Square and the Basilica. Again, with plenty of
time to explore, and, you guessed it, shop, students purchased
beautiful Murano glass jewellery which, hopefully, they will
keep forever as a reminder of their trip. We had

several delicious meals in Venice, as
we did throughout our tour of Italy. H
